Children in the 
class began a quiet chorus of “Mr. Z!” They 
were delighted to see him. Marc Vanacht 
worked so well in the 3rd grade classroom with 
the most language diversity that Mrs. Alexander, 
the Teaching and Learning Facilitator, asked 
some of us not to pull our students out, but to 
work in the classroom. I’m sure being multi-
lingual makes Marc an asset to the teacher and 
students in the class. Stan Viglione is also work-
ing with a few 4th grade students. His students 
always look happy to have worked with him 
when they reenter the classroom. I can already 
see the two students with whom I work put forth 
more effort to complete their work accurately. 
Volunteer Bob Levitt is also lending his patience 
and expertise working with students at Sigel 
Elementary. We still have a few qualified volun-
teers who are waiting to contact the school and  

 
 

receive their assignments. The effort is both  
enriching and rewarding, and I think the        
students and teachers know that St. Timothy’s 
cares about them.

St. Timothy’s Pastoral Care Ministry Provides Care and Compassion  
 

 St. Timothy’s Pastoral Care Ministry is made up of members whose caring through their 
“time and talents” help to meet the physical and spiritual needs of fellow parishioners. The  
Pastoral Care group was established by Father Jack in 2003 and is currently chaired by Jane 
Hood. 
 There are about 12 members of the core ministry group, including St. Timothy’s clergy, 
who help coordinate actions and programs while continuing to participate in associated work-
shops, training and education.  Some 40 on-call volunteers contribute to efforts, including  
transportation, meals, cards and calls, visits, grief support, knitting and related areas. 
 The ministry continues to grow as our Parish evolves--while our Mission remains  
constant:  To coordinate compassionate caring to St. Timothy’s community and beyond through 
prayer, action, and encouragement with a reverential presence while respecting the dignity and 
confidentiality of those we serve.
