Chrigtian Ehucation | will attempt to share my experience.

As soon as | learned of my trip, | began to study Israeli
customs, and the holy sites of Jerusalem. It would have been helpful to study the country
itself.

Israel is about the size of New Jersey. | was based out of Tel Aviv, which | would
label as the “Miami Beach” of the country. Beautiful beaches, Cartier stores, high rises —
gazing out on the city all | could see were roof tops covered with solar panels. Travel north
from Tel Aviv and the landscape gets more and more lush. Travel south and it gets sandy.
Travel west and it gets rocky as you enter the Judean Mountains and are only an hour’s
drive to Jerusalem.

Signs posted in English, Hebrew, and Arabic; or Hebrew and Arabic; and sometimes
just Hebrew, lead you to Jerusalem. Bombed out vehicles, remnants of the 1948 War, lie
along the highway as a constant reminder of discord with neighboring countries. The city of
Jerusalem radiates as it sits atop a mountain. Per Israel law, all buildings must be made of
(or covered with) a native stone called “Jerusalem Gold.” (More on Jerusalem later.)

Take the tunnel under Mt. Scopus (next to the Mt. of Olives and on the eastern side
of Jerusalem) and at once you enter the desert. (This is the West Bank, where occupied
cities are illegal for Israeli Jews to enter.) Unlike our desert, this rocky terrain, dotted with
Bedouins (nomadic tribes people), is on a constant downward slope to the Dead Sea. Giant
mountains of stone protrude from the dry base. The occasional oasis looks glorious against
this stark backdrop. Wadis (dry river valleys) funnel rain water from higher elevations
creating chaos in this usually arid land. (Yes, | was caught in a flash flood.)

Israel is on constant alert. Israeli law mandates that no one stand-up in a plane that
is in Israeli airspace. F16s zoom along the Dead Sea, a natural border with Jordan;
helicopters patrol the Mediterranean coast. The military is ever present, especially in the
“Old City” (of Jerusalem). Border crossings are complete with land mines, razor wire and
armed men at attention. Per one of my guides, “Israel does not have peace. We just have
‘peace accords’ that are only good until one side starts shooting.”

Ironically, the proper greeting is “Shalom,” peace.

If you want to send a message and a
cross to Lui, please put them in an envelope
with 'from [your name]' on the outside, and she
will take them to Sudan and ask the Reverend
Sylvester Mazangwa, the pastor of Lui Parish,
to distribute them to his congregations.
